I am writing to you on behalf of the Concerned Citizens of Clayton County. It is my understanding that your agenda for the meeting on December 14, 2004, contains proposed action on a preliminary and final plat for River Bluff Resort. I further understand that this plat is based on a recent amendment by the Board of Supervisors to the residential zoning classification regarding townhouses and condominiums in R-2 zones.

The problem with this is that the amendment to the zoning law was adopted by the Supervisors without a review and report by the Planning and Zoning Commission as required by Section 6.17 of the Clayton County Zoning Ordinances. Therefore, the ordinance on which the River Bluff plat is based is illegal. As a result, you cannot review or approve the plat at this time. 

We request that you take no action on the plat until the zoning ordinance is properly amended.
